Introduction

This document is a policy for the Arts in
Education within the City and County of
Swansea. ltis the result of a
consultative process and represents a
shared vision through its development
with a range of partners. The policy
outlines a set of principles that
demonstrates clearly why the arts are an
important contribution to lifelong learning.

The City and County of Swansea
recognises the power of the arts to
excite and inspire learners to achieve
fulfilment in their own lives.

Aims
In order to achieve lifelong learning in the

arts The City and County of Swansea
aims to:

secure the arts as an integral part of
education, making participation in the
arts possible for all, not just through
the formal education process but
through accessible opportunities for
lifelong learning

place learning at the centre of arts
activities and ensure arts provision
that develops knowledge, skills,
understanding and success for all

stimulate and support activities, events
and experiences in the arts through
educational opportunities

ensure that all children and young
people have access to a full and
meaningful education in the arts
irrespective of race, culture, language,
age, gender, disability or special
educational needs

seek proactive partnerships between
arts practitioners, funding bodies,
business, industry and other
organisations to effectively support
and enhance the arts in education

The Arts — a definition

The arts encompass music, visual art,
dance, drama, literature, the broadcast
arts, digital and multimedia. In their
broadest sense they incorporate an ever
increasing array of diverse activities.

Within this broad range of arts activity,
the contribution of different styles and
genres from Wales, as well as from a
variety of other cultures and traditions,
provides a rich stimulus for creativity.

Arts education allows for experiences
and learning in three different roles:

maker, writer, composer,
choreographer

performer
audience and critic

Each of these roles demands different
skills and contributes to an overall
understanding of an art form.

Arts in Education -
A Contribution to Learning

The arts provide ways of
investigating, knowing, representing,
presenting, emphasising, interpreting
and symbolising and a context for
appreciating and valuing.

Experience at all levels of the education
system in The City and County of
Swansea confirms research and findings,
across Britain and abroad, that the
provision of high quality education in and
through the arts is a key factor in the
successful learning of children and young
people across the whole curriculum.

Involvement in the arts also increases
the standing and image of the school in
the eyes of the wider community.
Schools are judged not just by their exam
results but also, amongst other elements,
by the quality of the provision of
curricular and extra-curricular arts
activities such as orchestral, theatre or
dance performances. These contribute
positively to the whole ethos and
involvement of its pupils in the life of the
school.

In a world where news, information and
entertainment are increasingly provided
through computer, television or other
technical means, it is vital that pupils and
students are taught to watch actively
rather than be passive receivers. To
develop an understanding of the
processes by which the actions, pictures,
words and sounds are organised is the
most certain way of ensuring a critical,
responsive and questioning audience.

The arts enrich the quality of our lives.
They provide rewarding activities and
allow us to explore our feelings,
engage, increase our knowledge,
develop our skills, and articulate and
realise our aspirations.

Participation in the Arts

Participation in the arts contributes to
the development of language and
literacy, to the physical, personal and
social development of the individual.

The arts:

contribute towards emotional
development in that they provide
disciplined forms of inquiry and
expression through which to explore
and make sense of the world of
emotions, feelings and ideas

help contribute towards an
understanding of our own culture and
that of others

naturally form the means through
which values are questioned and
reshaped

in a quickly changing world provide a

means by which we can reflect and
consider

allow the expression of ideas in a
variety of ways using a range of media

provide an important platform for
creativity including self-expression,
problem-solving and decision making

develop individual talent which may
help sustain private or professional
lives

can powerfully develop a sense of self,
self-worth and self-esteem without
which all learning is inhibited

make a fundamental contribution to the
development of key skills across the
curriculum: communication, application
of number, ICT, working with others,
problem solving and improving own
learning and performance

can encourage extended learning and
broaden horizons beyond the
classroom

Lifelong Learning
in the Arts

All children, young people and adults
are entitled to receive full and
meaningful lifelong access to
education in the arts irrespective of
race, culture, language, age, gender,
disability or special educational needs.

Exposure to and involvement in the arts
when young equips children with a
grounding which can be carried through
into adult life, enabling them to
continue to develop their artistic
understanding as part of a continuum
of lifelong learning

The interest sparked early in a child’s
life, nurtured through childhood and
youth provides key learning skills to
use through to adulthood. This
exposure to the arts will develop
abilities to question, explore,
collaborate, extend and develop one’s
ideas and the ideas of others. The
creation of art requires a sense of
structure, discipline, rigour and a
positive response to challenge — all
essential tools in today’s society

The arts provide enjoyment, fun and
entertainment throughout life

The arts enrich the lives of people in
Wales promoting a strong sense of
community. Through arts’ processes
we can understand more about our
diverse cultural heritage and the unique
contribution of the arts within the
geographical area encompassed by the
City and County of Swansea

The arts mirror and allow people to
reflect on the whole repertoire of
human experience. It would be difficult
to imagine a world with no drawing,

music or literature, for example, and it
would be rare to find any culture
without these elements

The arts in Britain are a booming
industry; they are a major generator of
employment. The performing and
contemporary visual arts have a high
annual turnover and enjoy a high profile
abroad, being major earners for the
country. The skills which the arts
develop are exactly the skills which the
business world increasingly values in
today’s workplace

Review and Evaluation

The review of the policy, its
implementation and impact will be an
ongoing process. This will enable
changes to be made to the aims in order
to meet changing circumstances as they
arrive.

As developments with the arts take place,
schools and community providers will
reflect change and continuity.

There is always a need for:

Evaluation of quality by developing
appropriate criteria for arts education
activities

Monitoring of provision through
evaluating process and product

Sharing and celebration of effective
practice

Professional Reference
Group for the
Arts in Education

The Professional Reference Group for the
Arts in Education brings together
professionals whose role it is to plan,
monitor and evaluate arts policy and
provision.

The group is made up of a representative
range of partners principally those
involved in arts provision within schools,
colleges and the community.

The local education authority is committed
to developing a wide range of
partnerships with schools, colleges and
other organisations. Recommendations
generated during consultation with partner
organisations will ensure the relevant of
the policy and its implementation.
